In accordance with the results of the UAW Referendum held in the fall of 2021, the
International Officers of the UAW will no longer be elected by Convention delegates, but rather
through Union-wide direct elections in which UAW members will cast votes directly for nominated
Candidates. The 2022 UAW International Officer Election will be conducted by secret, mail-in ballot in
the fall of 2022.
